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Commissioner Christopher Patten to sign new Indicative Budget allocations to Nuclear Safety in Ukraine

Today, during his visit to Chernobyl Christopher. Patten handed over the new EU Indicative Programme for Nuclear Safety in Ukraine. The indicative financial envelope for the activities is €117.0m, in total, for the period 2004-06. 

The purpose of the Ukrainian component of the Tacis Nuclear Safety Indicative Programme 2004-06 is to set the framework for Tacis support for nuclear safety activities in the Ukraine during that period. It is based on the Tacis Nuclear Safety Strategy Paper 2002-06, adopted at the beginning of 2002. 

The support for nuclear safety activities in the Ukraine will focus on:

-
Support for strengthening a “safety culture”, at regulator and operator level and in relation to design safety

-
Support for implementing the Memorandum of Understanding on Chernobyl, and for the Chernobyl Shelter Fund

-
Support for activities in relation to safeguards and off-site emergency preparedness

In addition, the present Indicative Programme also provides for continued support to the Science and Technology Centre STCU in the Ukraine.
